1. Time management.
Interns and preceptors should discuss strategies to manage time when 

seeing patients in the MPCU.

2. Note dictation.

Interns should be reminded that dictated notes are now the standard. procedure in the MPCU.  Guidelines for dictating notes are posted in each of the exam rooms.  Electronic charting coming soon!

3. Role definitions.

Interns should be clear about who does what in the MPCU.  For

resources, it would be helpful to discuss what resources are available

to MPCU providers, i.e. social, work, nutrition, psychiatry, indigent patient

pharmaceutical programs, etc.
4. Clinic Mail.

Interns should be reminded of the importance of checking their clinic mail and dealing with the labs and forms that they receive in the mail.

5. Interpreters:

Providers can share tips for ways of working efficiently with hospital and 

telephone interpreters.
